Recommendations:
Women and Drug Trafficking: Key Risks to National and International Security and Peace

The seminar concluded with several important recommendations, including:
 1. Activating international agreements related to combating drugs with neighboring countries and implementing mechanisms for cooperation in this field.
 2. Emphasizing the importance of raising social awareness about the dangers of drugs in border areas, remote regions, and security-vulnerable zones. This requires coordination between the Ministry of Interior, Ministry of Culture and Media, Ministry of Defense, and Ministry of Health to develop a comprehensive strategy for protection, early detection, treatment, and rehabilitation in areas affected by this phenomenon to limit its spread.
