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The teaching history of Political Science as an independent field of study in Iraq
goes back to 1959 when the Department of Political Science was established at the
College of Arts/Baghdad University. In 1963, The Department of Political Science
was transferred from the College of Arts to the College of Economy, and the latter
is renamed as College of Economy and Political Science. As a result of reorganizing
Baghdad University in 1969, the Department of Political Science was annexed to
the College of Law. The latter was renamed as the College of Law and Politics. The
Department then was named Department of politics. In 1987, the Department
of Politics at the College of Law and Politics/ University of Baghdad is transferred
to a new independent college under the name of, the College of Political Science,
with its three departments: Political Thought, Political Regimes, and International
Studies.

Researchers whose research proposals are accepted must submit the whole
research of (8,000-10,000) words according to the following criteria:

The first page must contain the title of the research, the name of the
researcher, his/her work address in both Arabic and English languages,
his/her email address, and the code of ORCID Identifier.

The second page must contain an abstract of (150-200) words, and
keywords in both Arabic and English languages.

The content and body of the research.

For references documentation, Chicago Style (in-text author-data) must
be used.

The font type must be Sakkala Majalla, font size must be Bold 14, one
space between lines, and titles font size must be Bold 16.

All research proposals and full researches will be reviewed by the scientific
committee.

All research papers must be within the themes of the conference.

The approved researches will be published in (IPRI) Journal which is
categorized within Clarivate Database (on condition that the papers are
written according to the Journal publishing criteria and will be subject to
the scientific academic evaluation of the intended Journal).
